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Notes on Using the Finding Aid
First consult the fonds description (fonds being an archival term used to denote the whole of the records created by a specific individual or family and held within an archives). The fonds description includes a biographical sketch of the individual or family that created the records, a scope and content note which briefly describes the records within the fonds (this generally starts with “Fonds consists of…”), and several notes at the bottom, which provide information on access restrictions and copyright restrictions.

Some finding aids also provide series descriptions on subsequent pages which further describe the records within the fonds.

After reading these descriptions consult the file list and notify an archivist of the individual files you wish to view.

Fonds Description

David W. Hay fonds. – 1939-1989, predominant 1945-1983. – 1.3 m of textual records (10 boxes).


David W. Hay was born in 1905 in Capetown, South Africa to officers from the Salvation Army.  He received his Master of Arts in Philosophy from New College, University of Edinburgh in 1929.  In 1933 Hay was ordained to ministry and inducted to St. Margaret’s Church Dunfermline, Scotland where he served until 1939.  Hay married Christina C. Reid and they had two children Alastair and Olive.  Although he was appointed to the chair of systematic theology at Knox College in 1939, his service as a chaplain in the British Army during WWII kept him from beginning this position until 1944.  After retiring from Knox College (1981) he served as minister at First Church, St. David’s, Ontario (until 1983).  


Throughout his ministry in the PCC Hay served on many committees and organizations.  He was President of the Canadian Council of Churches (1962) and Moderator of the 101st General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church in Canada (1975).  Hay received honourary doctoral degrees from Queen’s University, St. Michael’s College and Knox College. He was published in a number of journals, particularly the Canadian Journal of Theology (latterly known as Toronto Journal of Theology).  Hay’s primary theological preoccupations included ecumenism and liturgical renewal.


The fonds consists of the following 5 series: Lecture Notes presented by David W.Hay while serving as chair of Systematic Theology, Knox College; Public Addresses; Published Papers; Miscellaneous Files; Sermons and Prayers.  To a large extent the organization of the materials was established by Hay, himself, who appears to have sorted through his papers in 1988.  During this sorting he added notes, comments and new headings which appear throughout the papers in red and green marker and in ballpoint pen (in the latter case he included his initials and date). Where original organizational implement (file folder, envelop, binder, bundle) have included written information these have been included at the beginning of the papers therein contained.

Series Descriptions


Lecture Notes. – 1945-1980. – 39 cm of textual records.


Series consists of lecture notes presented by David W. Hay while serving as chair of Systematic Theology at Knox College, Toronto.  They include lectures given to students of Knox College and Ewart College and to the Knox Lay School. For the most part, each file reflects an entire course.  The files are organized chronologically, excluding the final file that was differentiated by Hay from the series by its inclusion with files identified under the series title, Miscellaneous Files. The titles of the files accord with Hay’s titling in his sorting of 1988.  In this organization he notes the transition of Knox College into membership of Toronto School of Theology and the requisite reworking of some of his courses.  In the materials it is notable that Hay makes connections between a number of courses.  Because these connections are not reflected in the organization of the series they are identified in the File List.

Public Addresses. – 1947-1979. – 13 cm of textual records.


Series consists of public addresses given by David W. Hay. File titles correspond with address titles.  In many instances Hay has included correspondence/bulletins etc. regarding a given address with the address itself.  These have been kept together.  The series is organized chronologically, excluding the final file that includes numerous items enveloped together by Hay which extend over a number of years.  The occasion and dates, where known, are included in the File List.

Published Papers, Working Papers. – [195?]-1972. - 11 cm of textual records


Series consists of published papers and working papers written by David W. Hay.  The title ‘working papers’ indicates papers that were written by Hay in consultation with various committees of the Church in the process of articulating statements, etc., for the broader church.  The series is organized chronologically.  Titles of files correspond with titles of published papers.  Dates and occasions, where known, are included in the File List.

Miscellaneous files. – 1939-1989. – 15 cm of textual records.


Series consists of miscellaneous files of David W. Hay.  Files were found together in original organization.  Series is ordered chronologically.  File titles, for the most part, correspond with file titles in original ordering.

Sermons and Prayers. – 1940-1986. – 52 cm of textual records.


Series consists of sermons and prayers written by David W. Hay. Series is divided into 4 subsections to reflect the author’s original organization.  The first subsection (files 1999-5001-7-1 to 1999-5001-8-2) includes sermons arranged by year in bundles by the author.  The second subsection (files 1999-5001-8-3 to 1999-5001-9-2) includes sermons which were enveloped together; each file reflects one envelop grouping.  Subsection 3 (files1999-5001-9-3 to 1999-5001-13) consists of sermons enveloped together, each with a particular thematic heading, which identifies the file titles.  Subsection 4 (files 1999-5001-10-1 to 1999-5001-10-5) consists of prayers filed together.  “Prayers 1” includes loose prayers found together.  “Prayers 2” includes prayers filed in a separate folder.  In some cases the sermon files include prayers and the prayer files include sermons.  These have been kept together according to the author’s organization.  Within each subsection files are organized chronologically.
