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Introduction to the Papers

Board of World Mission fonds. – 1875-1995. – 33.192 m of textual records
Administrative History 
The Board of World Mission was established in 1925.  Originally known as the General Board of Missions, the Board of World Missions gave a cohesive base for almost all Mission functions as its purpose was to give leadership to the whole of the Church in all its structures for mission responsibility and vision, and, as authorized by the General Assembly and on behalf of The Presbyterian Church in Canada, to plan and administer specific mission programs and relations throughout the world.  
The Presbyterian Church in Canada has a very long history of activities in Mission fields both at home and abroad.  In 1875 with the beginning of the Church, the Home Mission Board was established.  Its purpose was to encourage the growth of the Church through mission activities.  It was not until 1882 that the Foreign Mission Board came into existence.  Following Church Union in 1925, the work of the Home Missions and Foreign Missions Board were brought together under one administrative body known as the Board of World Mission.  Then in 1967 at General Assembly there was an Overture from the Synod of the Atlantic Provinces to combine all mission activities under one roof.  The result of studying the feasibility of this overture was that in 1971 at General Assembly the General Board of Missions was restructured and became the Board of World Mission. The first meeting of the Board of World Mission occurred in November of 1971, although final internal organization was not achieved until after the 1972 General Assembly.  
The internal structure of the Board of World Mission has undergone many changes during its lifetime.  Up until 1991, the main Administrative divisions were: Canada Operations, previously known as Home Missions; Foreign or Overseas Missions; and Education for Mission.  In 1989, discussion arose regarding the Mission Statement and its acceptability.  Due to the imperfectability of the Mission Statement and vision of the Church, in the early 1990s, the Board of World Missions underwent a major restructuring.  On June 30th, 1992, the Board of World Mission ceased as the Life and Mission Agency came into being.  The main Administrative divisions of the Board also experienced restructuring with regards to their mandates during the early 1990s and were eventually incorporated as administrative divisions under the Life and Mission Agency.  

Scope and Content 

The fonds consists of records produced by the Board of World Mission, encompassing the years 1875 to 1995.  While the date range for the fonds is from the late nineteenth to late twentieth centuries, the bulk of records range from 1950 through to the early 1990's with the other years being sparsely represented.  Created by the main administrative divisions of the Board, which include Canada Operations, Overseas Missions and Education for Mission, the records highlight the responsibilities, vision, mission programs and relations developed both at home and abroad.   Arranged hierarchically, the fonds consists of four primary series based on the internal administrative divisions of the Board itself.  They include: General Administration; Canada Operations; Overseas Missions; and Education for Mission.  The fonds mainly consists of committee minutes, reports, agendas, correspondence, grants, personnel records, forms and mission profiles.  Also found within the fonds are circular letters, memos, publications and flyers.  The minutes and a few other records of the Boards of Home and Foreign Missions which predate the formation of the General Board of Missions in 1925, have also been included in the finding aid.  
Source of Supplied Title Proper:
Title based on contents of the fonds.

Physical Description:
Audio-visual material, architectural plans and some of the photographs have been removed to the Audio-Visual, Architectural and Graphic Collections respectively.  

Physical Condition:
While most of the fonds is in good physical shape, there are a few items which are fragile or brittle.  One thing worth noting is that because the correspondence is often with individuals who are overseas there is a large quantity of airmail letters and onion skin or very thin paper.  These items can tear easily and caution should be used while handling them.
Immediate Source of Acquisition: 

The fonds is compiled of 7 accessions, all transferred to The Presbyterian Church in Canada Archives at different periods.  Accessions #1992-1249 (acquired in 1992), and #1996-1002 (acquired in 1996) were both transferred directly from the Board of World Mission department into the Archives.  Accessions #1996-1003 (received in 1996), #1999-1003, #1999-1010, #1999-1011 (all acquired in 1999), and #2001-1006 (received in 2001) however, were initially transferred from the Board of World Mission department into the Records Centre and then into the Archives.  

Arrangement: 

Since an archival bond existed between the records, the original order of arrangement was maintained.  If an original order or archival bond was not identified with the records, they were rearranged by the archivist into specific series based on the function they served.  

Language

All of the material within the fonds is in English, except for the records belonging to the Assemblee du Conseil des Eglises Reformees du Quebec Tenue a Montreal (CERC), Comité National du Ministère Francophone and Comité Synodal: Ministère Francophone which were written in French.  Although predominantly in French, a select number of reports by the Comité National du Ministère Francophone are translated into English.  Furthermore, some of the correspondence is written in French as well as various oriental languages

Terms Governing Use:

Some material in this fonds may be protected by copyright (please ask the archivist on staff for clarification). A single copy of items in the fonds may be made for purposes of research and private study. Authorization must be obtained from the copyright holder if protected material is to be used for any other purpose. Protected material cannot be published without permission from the copyright holder.

Restriction on Access

Some of the sub-series and files within the fonds have been restricted for 75 years after the date of creation, as they contain personal and private information.  Other records of a sensitive nature were destroyed after consultation with the General Secretary of the Board of World Missions, Peter Ruddell.  These records were not deemed archival as they did not fit the mandate of the Presbyterian Church in Canada Archives. This series consists of the administrative records of the Board of World Mission, that encompass the business conducted by all three primary divisions, those being Canada Operations, Overseas Missions and Education for Mission.  Created between the late nineteenth and twentieth centuries, the records provide a cohesive base for all mission functions, programs and relations at home and abroad.  Primarily arranged in a hierarchical order and then sorted alphabetically, the series consists of twelve sub-series.  They include: Minutes; Agendas and Reports; Committees; Correspondence; Finance; Policy Documents; Properties; Publications; Research and Planning; Restructuring; Second Century Advance for Christ; and Something Extra.

Arranged in a hierarchical order, the series reflects the business conducted by the Board from the late nineteenth to twentieth centuries.  

ANNUAL MEETING MINUTES– 1882-1992

This sub-sub-series consists of the minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Board of World Mission from 1882 to 1992.  The Annual Meeting is held over a one week period in March, prior to the General Assembly in June.  It is from the reports submitted to the Annual Meeting that the Board extracts the necessary information for their report to the General Assembly.  This sub-sub-series also consists of the minutes of the Foreign Mission Committee/Board, one of the precursors to the General Board of Missions.  Arranged in chronological order, a majority of the minutes do not contain agendas, indexes or supplementary information. Research and Planning

This sub-series consists of the records belonging to the Research and Planning division of the Board of World Missions.  Planned as a new division of the Board of World Mission in 1971, Research and Planning Committee did not actually come into being until 1973 when E.H. Johnson, the Secretary for Overseas Missions from 1954-1973, became the first Secretary for the department.  The purpose of the Committee was to examine the life of the Church and in particular the projects and programs administered by the Board of World Mission in terms of 1) effectively communicating the gospel and 2) effective use of people and resources. Over the life span of the Committee (1973-1980), a number of task forces were created to delve into subject areas of concern to the Board. For instance, there were task forces on native peoples, the inner city and church extension which related to home missions work, as well as task forces on China, the Caribbean and Overseas Mission areas. Others were on Religious Pluralism, French-English relations, and Self Reliance in Mission. This committee passed out of existence in 1981 due to a restructuring of the Board. Dr. Johnson retired at the end of 1977 and was replaced by the Rev. C. Rodger Talbot, also formerly of Overseas Missions.

Arranged in hierarchical order, the sub-series is divided into three sub-sub-series.  They include: Minutes; Committees; and Correspondence and Reports. This sub-series consists of typed and handwritten incoming and outgoing correspondence between Overseas Missions and various individuals, institutions and organizations, regarding business conducted between the early and late twentieth century.  The sub-series is divided into three sub-sub-series: Administrative Correspondence; Administrative Correspondence; and Subject Correspondence.  Two sub-series called Administrative Correspondence were created within the series as two different filing systems were used when the General Board of Missions changed its name to the Board of World Missions in 1971.  Arranged in alphabetical order, the sub-sub-series Administrative Correspondence are further divided chronologically.  Patrons should also see the correspondence of the General Administration series when looking for further information on the same topic.  Furthermore, some flyers, pamphlets, reports and other material may be found scattered throughout the correspondence.  Only those of a Presbyterian nature have been noted in the finding aid.
Restriction on Access:  One of the sub-sub-series has been RESTRICTED for 75 years. 

ADMINISTRATIVE CORRESPONDENCE. – 1925-1979

This sub-sub-series consists of administrative subject correspondence files.  While the date range is 1925-1979, the bulk of the records predate the name-change of the Board of World Missions and were created following the appointment of Dr. Johnson as Secretary between 1954 and 1973.  A majority of records in this sub-series were created during his tenure as Secretary or in the years immediately following under the next secretary, the Rev. Dr. Earle F. Roberts.  Dr. Johnson was involved in many inter​church projects as well as Canair Relief (for Nigeria-Biafra) and held membership on many of the Church's committees.  Dr. Johnson became involved with a number of foreign students who came to Canada to study.  He corresponded with them regularly even after they returned to their native countries.  He also corresponded with missionaries of the Presbyterian Church along with those of international denominations.  The files are arranged in alphabetical order by file title.  This sub-sub-series is directly related to the second sub-sub-series of Administrative Correspondence, which follows. The separation of the two series was caused by the creation of a new filing system after the General Board of Missions became the Board of World Mission.

1942-1994. – 3.795 m of textual records 

This series consists of the records belonging to the Education for Mission division of the Board of World Missions from the mid to late nineteenth to late twentieth centuries.  A distinct group, Education for Mission, which was previously known as Mission Education until 1981, served as a publisher for mission oriented publications and brochures, as well as organized deputations, tours and conferences highlighting the overall work of overseas missionaries within the Presbyterian Church.  Furthermore, Education for Mission was responsible for publishing the Presbyterian Church Calendar for the Calendar Committee.  The Rev. R.M. Ransom was Director of this division through the 1960's and 1970's and is currently operated by Annemarie Klassen.  Primarily arranged in a hierarchical manner and then sorted alphabetically, the series consists of nine sub-series.  They include: Minutes; Committees; Correspondence; Administration; Adventure in Mission Tours; Conferences; Deputations; Mission Profiles; Missionary Memos and Newsletters; Overseas Visitors; and Reports.  These series indicate the different responsibilities and special projects of the Education for Mission sector of the Board of World Missions.
